2015 was another year of hard work, dedication, commitment, 
and growth. Thanks to our staff, members, volunteers, board 
of directors, and generous funders we served more people 
with Down syndrome of all ages in 2015 than ever before. 
We also raised a record $892,000! Thanks to a very generous 
community, this allowed us to carry over funds into 2016 to 
invest back into our vital programs. We pride ourselves on 
providing services that are in line with our members’ needs 
and at the same time we make a significant impact on the 
community that serves them. 

In 2015 we broke down barriers to success by providing 
resources, technology, and education through our Down 
Syndrome Education Alliance, Expression Connection, and 
Communication Readiness Program, as well as through Step 
classes, information and referral, medical outreach, new 
parent outreach, support groups, and more. Please read on 
about our program highlights and achievements that helped 
children and adults with Down syndrome, their parents, and 
their educators to strive for and reach their potentials!

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Step Classes

»» 59 students ages 4-48 participated in Small Steps, 
Steppin’ Up, Next Step, Step In (Danville), Step 
Out (Oakland), San Francisco Step, and Benicia 
Step

»» Provided $4,425 in scholarships

Down Syndrome Education Alliance

»» Educated and provided tools to 635 educators 
(including special and mainstream classroom 
teachers, speech and language pathologists, school 
administrators, parents, occupational therapists, 
and others) through 14 in-person workshops

»» Improved communication access directly to 60 
children and adults with Down syndrome and their 
families through one-on-one consultation, the 
Communication Readiness Program (CRP) summer 
school, and Expression Connection (includes 
Augmentative/Alternative Communication—
AAC—equipment loans and training)

»» Dramatically expanded CRP with two classrooms 
and a total of 15 students 

»» Provided 840 typically developing students with a 
classmate with Down syndrome with 16 interactive

»» Began collaboration with the Bridge School to 
create an implementation tool for the Framing a 
Future curriculum to help people with complex
